YISIT TO THE SMELTING WORKS,

On March 6th the chemistry clazses
made thelr visit to the Omaha and
Grant Swmelting Works {or the purpose
of observing the different processes in

connection. with the refiming of gold amd
silver from the ores in the west. Since
this plant and another of the same com-
pany. in Denver form the largest plant
in the world, the wvisit was naturally
vory inleresting.

The class was separated in gomyg dewn
and, although detained by the stopping
of the. cable car several winutes, the
head party hiad to wail quite a while, un-
til the rest, accowmpanicd by ¥Mr. Rich-
ardson, appeared upon the scene. Daring
this Interval the boys amused them-
selves by throwing slag out into the
river, while the girls gathered ina erowd,
gossiping as nsual.  Two young gentle-
men, who were too Impatient in their
scarch for knowledge, wandered inside
the wates but soon returncd, walling
along m an indifferent way which would
have passed without comment had not
the presence of one of the watchmen
behind betraved them.

Finally the rest appeared and  the
sightsecing  commenced,  The  first
building visited was the blue vitriol
worlts where the scholars saw the lead
tanks where the salt is erystallized from
the solution in very large beauntiful mas-
ses. One of the tunks was empty, show-
ing the deep blue layver all over the
sides of the tank and the lead stripes
hung i it.

Aflter inspecting the machinery for

sifting and washing the crystals, the
scholars passed on to the part of the
works where the bine vitriol is nade,

All over the greater part of the building

T owhere

were e inclined lead ditches,
a stream of water became saturated with
the salt and passed to the crystall-
izing  tanks., At the end were the
“boilers” where the blue  wvitriol was
made. Large piles of granalated copper
were seett, and under the bollers were
vals, one of which was covered with a
Llack mud.  When one of the boys ask-
ad what this was, a workman saicd that it
was gold and silver mixed.  This stopp-
ed any more questions;

They next passcd on to the “roasters™
where the ore is roasted (o oxidize the
sulpliur and  arsenric.” These roasters
were long, shallow oveus ju which the
crushed ore 15 placed and heated to a
bright red heat by farnaces underneath.
The ore was raked over by the workmen
from time to time, and at a signal from
a bell in one end the roasted ore was
raked out, giving ofl white choking
smoke from the arsenic and sulphur
burning. )

At the end of this building was a fur-
nace full of melted slag constantly being
puddled by a workmau.  The party then
passed by large piles of roasted and
crushed ore to the place where the slag
15 erusbed.  Here two workmen woere
shoveling large chunks of slag into the
hopper. The noise made by the crusher
was deafening and the whole building
trembled from the jar of the machinery.

The next place visited was the upper
story of the blast furnaces. Here the
scholars saw the different materials being
dumpéd through the opening In  the
floor inte the furnaces.  The diflerent
things put in, as 3t seewed, by puess,
were ore, roasted and anreasted, lime-
stong, iron serap and oxide, coke, eto,
and by cach hole was a blackboard on
which was written the necessary propor-
tions for the special ore in wse. The

party then went down on the freight ele-
vator Lo the Jower part of the furnaces
amd saw the slag drawn off from these
into the moulds mounted on wheels, At
the sides of the furnaces were the outlets
for the Dbullion.  Amoug otier amusing
incidents, « workman spilleld some slag
m his shoe and Immediately evineced a
desire for water, judging from his actions.
On entering the vefining works, the
pupils were shown the reverberatory fur-
naces where the first part of the lead is
oaxtdized to litharge and drawn olf, form-
ing very fine crystalline masses.  Very
little of the interior of the furnace was
visible, so the boys looked around for
some place to see m. A workinan gee-
ing this, picked up a lLeavy stick and
went around 1o the other side of the far-
nace, followed by fifleen or sixteen boys.
ITe opened a 'oor a [ittle, held the stick
inside until iC"look fire and then, having
lit his pipe, woent bacle puffing away and
snuling ot the dizcernfited young men.
After sceing the lead redueced ina fur-
nace and cast into “pigs,” the crowd
went to the upper story of the works.
llere they ull got confused over the next
process, where there were three large
oval basing full of wmelted bullion.  One
of these was being chwned by a jot of
steam, while workmen were throwing in
bars of metal, cither zinc ar bullion. A
thicle scum was all over the surface and
was cast inte mwowlds,  After seeing this,
the furnaces where the zhe s separated
were next visited,  Here the mixture of
zine, Iead, gold and silver is highly
heated and the zine distills off.  Tle
heat of the frirnaces condd be plainly felt
a distance of thirty fect, and the zine
vapor was lnoning in several places,
" The next place visited was the two
furnaces where the last of the lead v ox-
wized amd Ahe gold and silver cast
into thin shects, which were cooled and
sent to the assayer’s ollice. IHere the
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party slowly passed along by the assay-
e1’s laboratory to the furnace where the
cpupls? were heated and the metals
miclted. A young lady hearing the click-
ing of regent bottles, remarked that there
was a “ticker” in the laboratory, when
one of the asgavers looked ont, butl as
soon as e saw the apparition before him
he retreated, After seeing aboul $6,000
worth of gold in two small crucibles the
crowd passed on to their homes leaving
the worlkmen and officials to recover as
Lest they conld. '

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FOOTBALL.

leges?
PART FIRST,

In the discussion of tlus yuestion
there is a good deal which might be said
both in favor of and agamnst the gares
but in this article we shall endeavor to
cstablish the great value of foothall in
forming character as well as in affording
sport and recreation, believing that thosc
who oppose the game do so because
they are influenced by the excesses that
may be developed while the game is be-
ing playved, rather than by the real object
of the game itself.

How long the game has had a place
in history we are woable to determine,
bt it 15 unpdonubtedly much older than
Enpgland—where scarcely a village ham-
let can now be found without its team of
foothall players-—for we learn that the
Itemans used to play football, if not our
own, certainly somevhat similar to ours,
even before Cassar invaded the land which
Englishm{ { now love to call their home.
The game probably was introduced into

-Eungland by Cesar’s men, and if so, it

lay been there for nineteen centuries,
with varying fortune to be sure, as his-
tory relates. Vet ic has survived, add-
ing 1ts contriltion to Hritish pluck and
character.

As the game has taken ita place-in the
centuries 1L has been regarded with favor
in g large measure, differing with the at-
titude taken by kings and the people to-
ward gamoes and pastimes. Thus we
learn by tracing its history in England,
that at different times it had heen pro-
hibited, or at least interfered with by
royal edicts.

In the reign of Edward (I (1363) an
act was passed to stop the playing of
the game, and from that date down to
the union of the Scotch and English

i

thrones there were several such measutres

~sent forth {rom the Court.

Probably fames T, was the last mon-
arch who vigorously opposed the game;
forbidding his son, tho heir-apparent, io
playi-as he said, “The foothall was
mecter for laming than making able the
users thereof.™ In carly times Shrove
Tuesday was the grear annual festival
of {oothall, and probably the game at
that time was so roughly imdulged In as
ta receive the  displeasure of rovalty.
However, all the royal legislation which
was ever cnacted by wise or unwise
kigs has not been able to drive the pas-
sion for a fair game at football from the
constitntion of the British schoolboy,
and for some inner reason Lhe love for
the game rarely leaves the hoy, cven
when the Loy has emerged into man-
Bood, Tt is no wnusual sight at the
present day to Dbehold, on a Saturday
alternoon, 20,000 people witnessing a
lively contest al {ootball, on one of the
North of England enclosures sel apart
especially for that purpose.

The Lnglish football season usually
opens about the first of September, and
from that time to the end of April, games
are arranged to be played every siucoeed-
ing Saturday. Of course snow and frost
often interfere with such a program, but
as the weather in England is very tricky,
the Briton's zeal runs ahead of his ob-
servalion, arnd he plans to play when he
can and grieves when he can’t. A very
commen thing in that country 18 to e
the ground, if the frost is not too severe,
In muny instances the snow is carted off
the ground and the turf 1s then coveread
with straw.

Although the game cannot strictly be
called <English,” you sce from the fore-
going thal it formms at least a certain
part of an Knglishman's resources for
sport. It i1s becawse the sport is so lo-
cal, and has received so much support
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and developrient in tlmt country, t}mt
nwe are compelled to designate it o a
thoroughly English game, and speak of
il especially in connection with that land.
The very fact of its popularity there, is
vnonglt to warrant an argument in its
favor.

In choasimg to dﬂ,cut.q this subject we
Lhave delermined to defend only what we
helicve are the true objects of the game.
Of course, we admit that if there is no
useful end in playing football, it onght
o pass inta eblivien; but if, on the other
Land, it is of valuable service, then by
all means we cught to encourage and
foster it. The points of usefulness about
which we wish to spealk, are sporl, sell-
reliance, fortitude, endurance, patieuce,
and general diseipline. I we can show
that these are characterisiic: that they
are stimulated and developed by the
game, we think that it is worthy of a
place in every school and college in onr
land., Fhis we shall try toshow later,
