THE LINCOLN STATUE,

. During the menth of February of last year, the pupils of the
Omaha High school were engaged in the entetprise of raising money
for the purchuse of a statue of Abraham Lincoln to grace our campus.
Tt is to be regretted that the material object of the campaign has not
vel heen perfected, a condition which has apparently been unavoidable,
Dbut nevertheless the spirit that pervaded the scliool at that time must
and wil] be sustained, and when the long-looked for event of unveiling
takes place it will find us as enthusiastic as ever. '

Most of vs are familiar with the incidents which centeréd arcund
the campaign and of the contest in which all the energy that the school
could muster was concentrated in the effort to accomplish the desired
end.  We are however less familiar—for the most part uninformed—
in regard to the statue itself, a reproduction of which is seen on the
cover of this issne, The work is in  bronze, modeled by Franz
Zelenzy of Vienna, after the 5t. Ganden’s statue in Lincoln Parlk, Chi-
cago. The figure will rise to a height of seven feet above its granite
pedestal ; the memorial entire having a height of fifteen feet,

The results of our labors arc now about to materialize. Positive
information iz at hand that the statue is en route from New Qrleans,.
which means that it will be here at almost any date. :

_ It is unfortunate that the dedication cannot be celebrated on the
anniversary of Lincoln’s birth, buf some other sunitable date will un-
doubtedly be chosen. At any rate, students of the Higl school, we
have a great treat in store for us. The unveiling will not only be the
most eventiul cceurrence in -high school annals, but will be of great
importance to the surrounding community, for this will be the first
public statuc cver crected in the state of Nehraska. This fact speaks
much of the decp regard in which the memory of Abraham Lincoln
is held in this city and in the Iigh school. We are justified in looking
forward to the happy day of dedication with hearty expectations, not
only because of its sequetice hut because we kiow that it was through
car efforts that such an event will be possible.
