Before Mr. Nelsen came to Central 
High, he taught -three years in Iowa 

and spent one year in the army. 

His plans for the future include a 
trip with his wife to the Canadian 
Exposition in Toronto and a tour of 
the New England states this sum­
mer. In the fall they will tour South­
ern Europe; and in the spring, Eng­
land and the Scandinavian countries. 
After Mr. Nelsen returns, he will re­
tire to gardening and farming or to 
keeping his stamp collection in or­

der. 

The instructor relates his most 
gratifying experience at Central was 

watching students whom he . has 
herped' do well after graduation. 

Mrs. Nansel, who has worked at 
Central for 26 years, remembers well

Death Claims 
J. G. Masters, 
NHS Founder 

J. G. Masters, former principal of 
Central, died in his sleep May 18 in 
Smethport, Pen'nsylvania, at th e age 
of 81. 

Mr. Masters retired in 1939 after 
23 years of s.ervice at Central. Na­
tionally known for his work in the 
educational field, he founded Nation­
al Honor-. SOCiety, which recognizes 
seniors having outstanding records in 
scholarship, leadership and citizen­
ship, as well as Junior Honor soci­
ety. 

His vacations were spent living 
with the Indi ~ns to gather their tra­
ditions, camping in historical spots 
and retracing the Oregon trail. Re­
sults of dislOverles may be found in 
his two books, Stories of the Far 

West and Conquest of the Last Fron­

Her. 

In the educational field Mr. Mas­
ters' many honors included member­
ship in the commission of the North 
Central aSSOCiation, president of the 
Oklahoma Education association, 
president of District Two of the Ne­
braska State Teachers association 
and chairman of the Nebraska Char­
acter Educa1lion council from 1932 to 

1937. 

He also had an active interest in 
conservation projects and experi­
ments in growing and breediII'g",vege­

tables. 
In a short note thanking Central 

for a floral tribute Mrs. Masters 
wrote, "The tie between Central and 
J . G. was so like a family tie that we 
think of you as part of the clan." 

Frequent notes from Mr. Masters 
gave evidence of this. Lively were 
his comments on articles, books or 

life in general ·and warm his greet­
ings to friends here.
