Students Hear Talk
On United Nations

For the first all-school assembly
of the year, Wednesday, October 6,
Mrs. Iva Gorton Sprague spoke on
the United Nations, its part in world
peace, and how it functions. She gave
her impressions of the United Nations
at work and described the organiza-
tion of the assemblies.

As a radio observer, Mrs. Sprague
attended the organizational assembly
of the United Nations in San Francis-
co and has had close contact with the
work of the United Nations since
then. She recently returned from a
tour of Europe and England and is
an authority on social, political, and
economic conditions there.

At the San Francisco assembly,
Mrs. Sprague was especially impres-
sed with the way fifty nations, whose
representatives spoke twenty different
languages, worked together in har-
mony to write the United Nations
charter.

She gave short sketches of the un-
publicized sides of several outstand-
ing United Nations personalities, in-
cluding Mrs. Eleanor Roosevelt; Mrs.
Vijayalakshmi Pandit, chairman of
the delegation of India to the United
Nations: Charles Habib Malik, envoy
from Lebanon; and Andre Vishinsky
from Russia.

After the assembly, in Miss Irma
Costello’s third hour American His-
tory I class, Mrs. Sprague explained
the United Nations Internship, spon-
sored by International Rotary. A lim-
ited number of applicants are sent
from the United States and other
countries to the United Nations meet-
ings to study how the United Nations
functions.

classes. Here he learns to drive safely, putting driv-
ing rules into practical application. The instructors
and the co-operating automobile companies who
provide the instfuction cars, are helping to make
our city a safer place for us. A well organized pro-
gram like this will, in time, cut down our rate of
accidents and make the future drivers and pedes-
trians aware of the responsibilities of operating a
car.

Dewey Is Favored

By Heavy Margin
On Scholastic Poll

Along with everyone else in the
country, Centralites have now been
polled as to their preference in the
coming presidential election.

During the past few weeks several

sample -homerooms were selected to
give a cross section of the opinions

of students, freshmen through sen- |

iors. The poll was furnished by the
Institute of Student Opinion of Scho-
lastic Magazine.

“If you were of voting age today,
which candidate would you vote for
in the coming election?'’ was the first
question, In answer, Central boys
gave 65 per cent of their votes to
Thomas E. Dewey, 24 per cent to
Harry Truman, 5 per cent to Henry
Wallace, and 6 per cent with no opin-
ion. Strom Thurmond’s name was
also on the ballot but he received no
votes.

The girls’ votes paralleled those of
the boys. They voted 69 per cent in
favor of Mr. Dewey, 23 per cent for
President Truman, 3 per cent for Mr.
Wallace, while 5 per cent held no
opinion.

Phe other part of the poll asked:
“Do you helieve your parents will
vote for the same candidate that you
would?”’ In answer to this, 62 per
cent of the girls felt their parents
would vote as they do, 10 per cent
believed that they wouldn't, while 28
per cent could give_no answer.

Sixty per cent of the boys thought
their parents “would vote similarly,
fifteen per cent said no, and .twenty-
five per cent held no opinion.

Several of the voters were asked
why they voted as they did. One
freshman boy who had voted for Wal-
lace answered, ‘I voted for Henry

Wallace on the poll for I believe in

what his party stands for, opposition
to nuniversal military training and full
support of civil rights legislation.”

Of the seniors interviewed, one boy
hoped that Mr, Dewey would be elect-
ed not so much because of his per-
sonal record, but rather in preference
to another Truman administration.

On the other hand, a junior sum-
med up his feelings by replying that
no candidate running is worth voting
for, because none of them are “any
good at all.” .
